Raleigh - Senate President Pro Tempore Marc Basnight has appointed Robert W. Appleton of Wilmington and Malachi J. Department of Transportation and policy consultant to former Gov. Jim Martin.  Greene is also a former member of the Charlotte City Council.  He has also lent his considerable experience in other governmental capacities, including serving on the N.C. State Personnel Commission, N.C. State Employment and Training Council and the Charlotte-Mecklenburg Planning Commission.  He received his bachelor's degree from Livingstone College.  Greene is appointed to an at-large seat on the Commission.
