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 GOV. EASLEY APPOINTS RAMSEY TO DEAF AND HARD OF HEARING COUNCIL
RALEIGH – Gov. Mike Easley has appointed Jerry D. Ramsey of Greensboro to the N.C. Council for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing.
Ramsey is a child health audiology consultant with N.C. Public Health/Office of Educational Services and formerly was an audiologist for the Central N.C. School for the Deaf. He is a member of the American Speech and Hearing Association and the N.C. Speech, Hearing and Language Association. He earned his bachelor’s degree in psychology from Appalachian State University, his master’s degree in audiology from the University of Georgia at Athens, and his education specialist degree in special education administration from Georgia State University at Athens.
The council makes recommendations for the secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services for cost-effective provision, coordination and improvement of services to people who are deaf, hard of hearing or deaf and blind. The board has 28 members, each serving four-year terms. The governor appoints 20 members.
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
