Kindly Announces Candidacy for State GOP Chair

Failed 2006 Victory Campaign is Proof Party needs Change
Greensboro- November 10, 2006 – Citing the need for a State Party more responsive to individual county needs, Guilford County GOP leader Marcus Kindley has announced his candidacy for the office of Chairman of the North Carolina Republican Party.  “We have been asked to sacrifice our organizations in fundraising, marketing and GOTV efforts to the wishes of the State Party”, Kindley said.   

Kindley says it’s obvious it hasn’t worked and it’s time the State Party organize in such a way as to encourage and promote growth in our County Parties.  “We can work together, share resources and funds and make the Republican Party the majority party of North Carolina.  I am asking you to please join me in looking to the future, to 2008 and beyond.  Let’s bring our organizations into harmony and elect majorities in North Carolina’s State House and Senate and together support our local party organizations”, Kindley said.
As Chairman of the Guilford County Republican Party, Kindley helped increase the number of registered Republicans to more than 100,000, a 25 percent increase.  He also helped Elizabeth Dole win Guilford County in 2002, the first time in state history a republican running for the U.S. Senate had won in Guilford County.  Kindley points to other milestones as well.  “We went from just a few volunteers in the 2000 election to over 350 volunteers in 2004.  In 2004 we turned out 78% of the Republicans in our Rural Precincts, and 72% in the City precincts, and we won 90 out of 159 precincts and in 26 of those the democrats outnumbered the Republicans”, according to Kindley.

Kindley said, “I want to bring this positive style of leadership, a “can do” attitude to the office of the Chairman.  Kindley called on fellow Republicans everywhere for their support, ideas and their vote, saying the time for change is NOW. 
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
