SBI Crime Lab expansion set to open Tuesday
Raleigh:  A new expansion to the State Bureau of Investigation’s Crime Lab is set to open with a ceremony on Tuesday, September 25 at 10:30 AM.
The 22,000 square-foot addition will house 32 SBI experts to analyze crime scene evidence submitted by local law enforcement across North Carolina.

Attorney General Roy Cooper and SBI Director Robin Pendergraft will both speak at the opening ceremony.  Also joining them will be Johnston County Sheriff Steve Bizzell, president of the NC Sheriff’s Association, Pitt County District Attorney Clark Everett, president of the NC Conference of District Attorneys, and Laurel Park Police Chief Don Fisher, president of the NC Chiefs of Police. 

Media tours of the Crime Lab expansion will be available after the event.
Cooper secured funding to expand the Crime Lab’s facilities in late 2004.  Construction of the $5.7 million expansion project began in 2006 and was completed earlier this month. 
Cooper has worked to expand the Crime Lab’s facilities and add more lab experts to help local law enforcement solve crimes.  During the most recent session of the General Assembly, Cooper won funding for 12 new SBI experts to analyze drugs, computers, fingerprints and other evidence at a new Triad Regional SBI Crime Lab slated to open in Greensboro in the spring of 2008.  An expansion that nearly doubled the size of the Western Regional SBI Crime Lab in Asheville opened in 2006
The event will take place at the SBI Crime Lab, located at 121 East Tryon Road in Raleigh. 
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
