2005-2006 High Point High School Assignments 
Below are data indicating the results of the High Point high school rising ninth grade student assignments for the 2005-2006 school year:
1. Early admission students including:  Early college programs, the IB program, Penn-Griffin arts certificate students, and sibling preference students were processed and notified in March.  Of the early admission placements, 19 were made to Andrews, 85 were made to Central, and 143 were made to Southwest for a total of 247 early admissions.

2. Of the 791 applications received, all but 149 students received their first choice.  These students received their second choice school.  No third choice placements were made.

3. Of the 149 students receiving their second choice, 49 were placed at Andrews and 100 were placed at Central.

4. Of the 267 late/non-applicants, 99 from the Andrews zone were placed at Andrews, 112 from the Central zone were placed at Central, and 56 from the Southwest zone were placed at Andrews and Central to bring about socio-economic balance.

5. For the students who received a second choice or did not apply on time, the notification letter gave details on the appeals process.  Requests for appeals may be made to the Student Assignment office within 5 days of receipt of the notification letter.

6. The attached chart indicates the geographic breakdown of student assignments.

7. Note that the number of students not receiving their first choice this year (149) is greater than the number of students not receiving their first choice last year (zero).  This year students’ first choice requests were proportionately higher for one of the schools (Southwest-485) versus the first choice requests for the other schools (Andrews-109; Central 197).
8. The free and reduced meal projections for rising 9th grade placements in each of the three schools is approximately 39% Free and Reduced Lunch and 61% non-Free and Reduced Lunch, which mirrors the overall applicant pool.

9. The applicant pool included 1058 students.  Final enrollment for the 9th grade students is contingent upon the number of student retentions, the number of families moving into and out of the High Point zone over the summer, the number of non-High Point students requesting early college placement, and transfer requests.  Non-High Point students applying to the early college programs are due to the Student Assignment Office by May 27, 2005.

10. Enrollees after the application period will be placed at a school based on capacity and meeting the Free and Reduced Lunch percentages set by the Board.  Exceptions to this would be sibling preference for 9th and 10th grade new enrollees.

11. If the 2005-2006 student retentions mirror those of the 2004-2005 school year (72% FRL and 28% NFRL), the 2005-2006 Free and Reduced Lunch percentages will still be in compliance with the Board’s goal.

The lottery methodology maximizes choice while balancing each school socio-economically with a ratio close to the ratio of the overall applicant pool.  No applicants received an offer to a third choice school.[image: image2.wmf]
