Guilford County Schools recently conducted a structural review and field verification analysis of Jones Elementary.  As a result of this process, it was advised by structural engineers that clip angles be added to six classrooms located at the end of each of the school’s three wings.  The recommended work would provide additional reinforcement for one wall in each of the wings to sustain excessive high wind conditions.
The classrooms affected by this are:
