ALTERNATE SCHOOLS FOR MAGNET AND YEAR-ROUND PROGRAMS

2006-2007
In order to have an alternate regular school for students living in a magnet or year-round school zone, alternate regular schools have been designated.  Alternate School – A would be utilized until seats are filled.  If there are more opt-out students than Alternate School – A Seats, then Alternate School – B seats would be utilized.  In order to be eligible for enrollment at the alternate school, a “Request for Reassignment” form must be completed and submitted to the Student Assignment Office at 120 Franklin Boulevard, Greensboro between April 3 and July 3, 2006.  Attendance zone students at a magnet school were also eligible to apply for other magnet programs during the magnet application period which was February 25 – March 24, 2006. 

Alternate schools are reviewed yearly by administration based on implementation of redistricting plans and space availability.  Any changes will be reviewed by the Board of Education.
