Hugh Humphrey School Improvement Award 

Criteria

The staff of the Z. Smith Reynolds Foundation, the Community Foundation of Greater Greensboro worked with Debra Barham and Sadie Bryant Woods and other school administrators, principals, teachers and support staff of the Guilford County School System to develop a series of performance measures designed to identify the school that has made the most significant improvement from year to year.   After much research and deliberation, a diverse set of criteria ranging from test scores to attendance to parental involvement was established.  This mixture is designed to honor the fact that school improvement is often an endeavor of the entire school community.  It is hoped that by using a set of criteria that does not rely overwhelmingly on test scores, the Humphrey Award can serve as a model for measurement of real school improvement in other school systems.

1. ABCs – Rank by growth composite.   
2. Parent/Community Involvement – Increase in percent change in PTA involvement and parent/guardian volunteerism.  

3. Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) – Percentage of targets met within AYP.

(e.g., No AYP school with 60% of targets met will be ranked below all AYP schools but above No AYP school with 40% of targets met)  

4.   Extracurricular Participation –Average increase in student participation in arts, clubs, sports, and community service.   
5.   SAT – % increase of students taking the SAT. 

6.   School Climate (or Certified/Classified Attendance) – Certified/classified attendance rate will be used in year one. System wide Climate survey to be developed and used year two.

7.   Student Attendance – Percent increase in student attendance.

8.   Advanced Placement (AP) – Percent increase of student body taking one or more AP examinations.

9.   Tech Prep – Percent increase of student body completing one or more tech prep courses.

10. Value-Added – Percent increase in whole school score.
