Misconceptions:
 

1. You cannot wear apparel that supports a candidate while voting.

a. “Electioneering” within the “buffer zone” at the polls (usually 50 feet from the door) is prohibited.

b. The purpose of this law is to reduce the opportunity for intimidation and to enable a serious and thoughtful atmosphere in the polling place.

c. While there is no clear cut line to define “electioneering,” the Board of Elections does not make people undress to vote.

d. Be respectful toward other voters and what you wear will not be an issue.

 

2. Absentee ballots are not counted, or only counted in close races.

a. All ballots cast by eligible voters are counted.

 

3. Friday is the last day to register or correct your voter record.
a. “Same day registration” is available, but only at early voting.  ID showing current address is required.  See  http://www.guilfordelections.org/, “REGISTERING TO VOTE DURING EARLY VOTING.”
b. Address changes may be made during early voting or election day.  Early voting is the easiest place to do an address change if you failed to do so by October 10th.

c. Registering or updating your voter record by Friday, Oct. 10th, is the easiest most secure option.   Go to http://www.guilfordelections.org/, select “REGISTER” and scroll down to “Download a State of North Carolina Voter Registration form click here.”  Mail must be postmarked by October 10th.
4. You must vote for the same person or party that you voted for in the Primary. 

a. You may vote for any party or candidate on your ballot.  The Board of Elections does not know who you voted for in the Primary nor who you vote for in November.

5.  Elections are manipulated by the party in power.
a. The Board of Elections is bipartisan

b. The Staff of the Board of Elections is bipartisan

c. The precinct officials are bipartisan

d. Many of the staff and precinct officials are Unaffiliated 

e. In conducting an election, election officials don’t care who wins…….they just don’t want it to be close.
