	Kay Hagan: “I am opposed to the offshore drilling off the coast of North Carolina. We cannot drill ourselves enough oil to solve this problem.”[2] 

“‘I’ll be a very different kind of senator,’ Hagan said. She said some oil drilling is necessary, but not off the coast of North Carolina. The nation is not going to drill itself out of the energy crisis but must invest far more in alternative energy sources, she said.”[3]
